	Language Experience Approach
(Lauren video)
	
· Show title slide 1 – elicit what participants know about the language experience approach.
· Show slide 2 and introduce the film – explain that the teacher (Lauren) has a pre-entry class in an adult learning centre, most of whom lack basic literacy skills.
· Set the task on slide 2 and ask them to make notes as they watch. 
· Play the video clip and give participants time to discuss/compare notes.
· Take feedback. Draw attention to how the context is set with the learners, learner involvement, the importance of oral work before writing, choral reading and individual reading aloud.
· Focus on work at word and sentence level and the use of phone cameras to record the text on the board.
· Make links to Uta Frith’s model of reading acquisition 
· In pairs, participants discuss how they could use the language experience approach with their own learners.

	Participatory learning
(Sarah video)
	· Ask participants what they understand by the term ‘participatory learning’ and elicit what they know about it
· Explain that they are going to watch a different kind of language experience film in which learners jointly decide on and plan an event – it illustrates a task-based learning approach.
· Ask them to watch and note down their answers to the questions on the slide.
· Give participants time to discuss/compare notes.
· Take feedback. Draw attention to: how the context is set with the learners (pictures, eliciting, use of first language), their experiences, the importance of oral work before reading and writing, using the learners’ words and ideas to create sentences, choral and individual reading techniques, work at text, sentence and word level.
· Note: it is a mixed-level all-female monolingual community class (Bangladeshi); higher level learners are given more difficult sentences to work with.
