	· Show only the first question on slide 2 and ask participants to list their reading and writing over the last 24 hours. Give them plenty of time to do this.
· Click on the slide to bring in the next set of questions, asking participants to classify the items on their lists.
· Now click again bring in the visual images question
· When they are ready click once more to bring in the handwriting question.
· Feedback when participants are ready.
· Ask them to discuss the implications of what they have found.

	Ways of writing
	· Show slide 3 and ask participants which of these ways of writing did they use in the writing activities they discussed above. 
· Ask them which, if any, they see their learners using in class. Which do they think their learners use outside class? In L1 or English, or both?
· Ask participants to compare the different ways of writing. What contexts might they each suit? How will they be used in the future?

	Visual texts
	· Now show slide 4 and ask participants to discuss the questions on it. If they do not take many photographs themselves, suggest they talk about someone they know who does.
· Give some feedback, and draw attention to the increasing visual / mixed modality of modern texts. In work and citizenship (in its broadest sense) as well as leisure, it is increasingly important that producers and users of all sorts of text are visually, as well as alphabetically literate.

	Handwriting
	· Refer back to the discussion earlier about how much of the handwriting they themselves do in comparison to digital writing. Draw their attention to the newspaper headlines. Ask participants to work in groups to come up with a plan for how they can balance handwriting and digital writing for NtE learners.
· You will probably need to discuss the role of ESOL exams in determining what types of writing are important to learners.

	BYOD (Bring your own device)
	· If appropriate, point out /ask why and how participants have used their own devices during the training.
· Ask if participants encourage learners to use their own devices (and what devices) during classes. Ask participants to compare in groups how and why learners use their devices.

	NtE digital literacies
	· Ask participants to discuss and suggest some digital literacy practices for NtE learners. Ask them to make a list in some form (flipchart paper or digitally). 
· Encourage participants to think of practices (e.g. ‘putting an arrangement in a shared calendar’)  rather than ‘skills’ (e.g. ‘using a mouse’), and to think of practices that learners (will) encounter in their lives – e.g. booking slots at a parent’s evening, emailing a letting agent /landlord or filling an online application form.
· Make sure they consider issues of digital safety in their discussions.

	Digital opportunities
	· As participants to work in groups of 3-4.
· Give each group a copy of the teachers’ notes for one topic of the New to ESOL teaching materials (or better ask participants to look at pdfs on their devices).
