1. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
It is easier to avoid dealing with controversial issues as people only get too worked up!

2. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Gang culture is destroying our communities with disruption and violence
3. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Gangs are formed by several dominant young people and members are recruited through fear and initiation.
4. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
“My gang is my family”. Are gangs replacing families?
5. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
The trouble with young people today is that they’re just too apathetic about key social and political issues.

6. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Some citizenship issues are controversial but are also too sensitive to explore with young people.

7. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
It is essential that the young people come up with a set of ground rules themselves, before discussing any citizenship issues. 
8. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Many staff in my organisation feel that it is not their job to deliver citizenship as they haven’t been trained.

9. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
In citizenship sessions, everyone has the right to express their opinion, however extreme and uncomfortable it may be. 

10. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Young people wearing hoodies want to appear to be members of a gang.
11. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
One of the approaches to help tackle the issues related to gang culture could be to encourage active citizenship – promoting empowerment and responsibility.
12. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Citizenship can help young people who are vulnerable to gang influences by giving them a voice.
13. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
The management in my organisation are concerned that the young people know too much about their rights and not enough about their responsibilities. 
14. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Young people who carry weapons do so for protection against violent attack, not to initiate violence themselves.

15. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 

The impact of the disease of gang culture within our society is serious but is exaggerated hugely in the negative media coverage
16. Introduce yourself. What is your role? 
Gangs cannot be eliminated whilst they offer members loyalty, love, respect, power and protection, which are not being provided anywhere/by anyone else.
