4. Are there programmes on developing embedded approaches to teaching English (literacy and ESOL) and Maths (numeracy)? Are these programmes part of initial teacher training courses or separate CPD modules?

5. Does the region have a workforce development strategy and plan for literacy, ESOL and numeracy teacher training? If yes, what does it say about the area of teacher training you offer or plan to offer?

6. Is there a regional planning group for literacy, numeracy and ESOL teacher training? If yes, are you represented?

· Check your regional teacher training network and other teacher training providers

7. Are there support groups for literacy, ESOL and numeracy teacher trainers? Is there a regional approach to ‘training the teacher trainers’ and professional development for teacher trainers? Is there, for example, a CETT in the region or in a neighbouring region, and does it work on behalf of literacy, ESOL and numeracy?
